About Grade Levels

This is an ungraded curriculum. Start where you need
to start for each individual person. While it is recom-
mended, you do not need to complete each level in
one academic year. Take the time you need!

Teach each child according to their own abilities.
Do not hold a younger child back just because he
might surpass an older sibling. Teach them that God
gives each one differing abilities and time tables for
learning.
